1 Introduction to KBC2XML

KBC2XML is a KB Crawl additional module which allows you to export documents that are 
archived in the KB Crawl database. For every document that is exported, KBC2XML generates 
two files: an HTML document resulting from the archives, and a file in XML format containing 
information about this document.
Both documents are stored in separate directories bearing the same name (except for their 
extensions) and the XML file contains a link to the HTML document.

This export format (XML) allows other monitoring tools (text mining, categorization, document 
management, etc.) to view and integrate KB Crawl archives in order to use them in their 
respective applications.

2 Launching KBC2XML

The way that KBC2XML behaves is directly related to the parameters specified for running the 
executable file.

There are six parameters which may or must be specified to define the actions performed by 
the software.

Each parameter must be separated from the previous one with a space and must be introduced 
with --. The value of the parameter must be preceded by =. The dashes (--), the parameter's 
name, the equal sign (=) and the parameter's value must not be separated by spaces.
If a parameter's value contains spaces, this value must be entered in double quotes. Example:
"My Directory".

2.1 Database: "databasename"

This parameter is mandatory.

KBC2XML must first of all connect to the database from which it must extract documents for 
export.
You can specify the database's full path in double quotes, or you can simply type in "reg" which 
means that KBC2XML must connect to the database that KB Crawl is currently using and which is 
specified in the registry.

Examples:
� Example with a local database:
� --databasename="C:\My Directory\KBCrawl.GDB"

� Example with a Client-Server configuration:
� --databasename="SERVERNAME:C:\My Directory\KBCrawl.GDB"

� Example with reg:
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� --databasename=reg

2.2 Destination Directory: "outputdir"

This parameter is mandatory.

KBC2XML generates two types of files: HTML files that are directly derived 
from KB Crawl archives and, for every such file, an XML file describing the 
HTML file. The two types of files are stored in separate directories, one being 
called HTML, the other one XML.

The destination directory is the location where both directories (HTML and XML) are to be 
stored as sub-directories.

Example:
--outputdir="C:\My Directory\My Export"

2.3 Automatic Mode: "autoexec"

This parameter is optional.

By default, if this parameter is not specified, KBC2XML opens in manual mode. Exports may be 
started by right-clicking and selecting "Export".
If you add this parameter as shown below, KBC2XML will open in automatic mode and will 
immediately start exporting:

--autoexec

The KB2XML interface is a simple progress bar.

In automatic mode, KBC2XML may be launched through a Windows scheduled task.
You can thus define export frequency based on crawling frequency.

Important Note:
Once a document has been exported by KBC2XML, it is marked as exported in the KB Crawl 
database and it may not be exported again until the source that contains it is crawled again.

2.4 Export Type: "onlyalert"

This parameter is optional.

By default, if this parameter is not specified, all sources will be exported.
If you add this parameter as shown below, only sources which are the subject of a notification 
will be exported:

--onlyalert

2.5 Adding an External ID to the XML File: "memberid"

This parameter is optional.

In the source's "Comments" field, you can enter an ID that can be used by the "memberid" 
parameter.
That way, multiple users are able to export only the sources for which they are members.
The ID entered in the "Comments" field is specified by the user so as to be recognized by 
another system combined with KB Crawl.

Example:

--memberid=5001

2.6 Folder to be Exported: "sourcedir"

This parameter is optional.

By default, if this parameter is not specified, all folders will be explored for export.
If you add this parameter as shown below, only the specified folder – and all inherited folders –
will be explored for export:

--sourcedir="My Folder"
